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Trump Attacks Minorities, Women, Immigrants & Pushes Anti-Labor Laws

Trump has always claimed that he supports the "average American 
worker." But his actions show that he is only on the side of the rich cap­
italists. Let's review Trump's last year and a half in office. 

•This president's racist attacks against Blacks, Latinos and other 
oppressed nationalities are well-known. 

•He publically degrades women and there has been a growing 
number of women accusing him of sexual misconduct: So far 
nearly two dozen. 

•His attitude towards the DACA (Deferred Action for Childhood 
Arrivals) program leaves those who came as children with parents 
without papers open to deportation-leaving family and friends 
behind. 

•Trump imposed Muslim bans—which created a further division in 
the working class. 

•Trump wants to repeal the current LGBT+ victories in the courts-
bringing us back to the 1950's. 

•In addition, Trump has been attacking legislation that protects the 
climate and environment. He has undermined the endangered 
species act and allowed toxic tracking, drilling, and pipelines in 
nature preserves. 
These attacks which divide the American working class by race, eth­

nicity, gender, age, immigration status, religion and sexual orientation; 
divert attention from the anti-labor laws being pushed by this Congress 
and their corporate sponsors. These include: 1) Repeal of the Davis-
Bacon Act., which provides for "prevailing wages" in federally funded 
contracts; 2) The national "right to work"(for less) Act, which more 
than half the states have enacted; and 3) The Janus Case dealing with 
public sector employees, which is being attacked by the Supreme Court. 
These acts involve legislation meant to undermine unions. The later two 
concern allowing workers in a unionized workplace to "opt out" of the 
union and not pay union dues; while still benefiting from union victo­
ries. By crippling the unions financially, the Boss can outmaneuver 
workers on the legislative front. 

In addition: 
* Trump is appointing the most anti-worker judges to the NLRB 

(National Labor Relations Board). 
* He is pushing for legislation to repeal safety regulations in the 

workforce that protects workers. 
* He is pushing through a "tax cut" program that benefits the 

super-rich which according to the largest teacher's union, the 
National Education Association (NEA), Trump's $1.5 trillion 
plan will slash up to $250 billion in federal aid to local public 
schools funding; putting 250,000 educators'jobs at risk. 

Voting for Democrats? or an All People's Party? 
Has voting for Democrats or Republicans ever been the solution? Re­

member it was Democrat Bill Clinton, who initiated the so-called "Wel­
fare Reform", which threw millions more into poverty and created the 
Prison Industrial Complex and Obama who deported more immigrants 
than any other president. 

What this country needs now and has needed for a long time is a 3rd 
party movement representing the interests of working people. Until that 
day comes, we need to revitalize the trade union movement by unioniz­
ing the unorganized; electing class-conscious trade unionists to leader­
ship position in their unions, who do not collaborate with the bosses; 
and helping to create local chapters of Labor United for Class Struggle 
(LUCS) and helping to affiliate the US labor movement internationally 
with the World Feder­

As communists, world peace is one of the most important of our po­
litical activities. However, both US parties, the neo-liberal Democrats 
and Republicans, represent monopoly capitalism and imperialism. They 
are unified on the question of war and their subservience to the military 
industrial complex. Both have fostered military, as well as economic, 
domination of oppressed nations. This cannot be otherwise, since the 
very survival of capitalism depends on ruthless competition to survive. 

The PCUSA seeks to unite our multi-national working class and op­
pressed peoples in a fight for a peaceful world. We are not liberal paci­
fists. We are in solidarity with the liberation struggles of nations 
oppressed by US/NATO imperialism. Historically, communists have 
supported the national liberation struggles of Vietnam, Korea, and 
China in Asia; Mozambique, Angola, and South Africa in Africa; and 
Venezuela, Nicaragua, Cuba, and El Salvador in Latin America. 

In order to retain U.S. economic control of other country's resources, 
the Democrats and Republicans have instituted a foreign policy known 
as "regime change". This has resulted in wars in Libya, Iraq, 
Afghanistan, Yemen, and Yugoslavia and also the rise of fascism in 
Ukraine, Poland, and other former socialist countries of Eastern Europe. 
All of this has resulted in the killing of millions of innocent people. As 
well the wasting trillions of working people's tax dollars and resulting 
in the loss of U.S. soldiers used as cannon fodder by US/NATO imperi­
alism. 

There is a nuclear danger as Washington threatens war against Russia 
and China, which now offer formidable competition with the U.S. in the 
global market. With the rise of Trump and his economic connections 
with the oligarchs in Russia, the corporate mass media has fetishized 
that Russia is once again an enemy to the U. 

We also cannot ignore the current U.S. hostility and aggression in the 
Middle East; the U.S. continues to support both Israel and the reac­
tionary Arab regimes militarily and economically. This has enabled fun­
damentalist terrorism by ISIS to carry out brutal attacks against 
civilians. The U.S. has used ISIS in its failed attempt to overthrow the 
progressive secular government in Syria. 

Our Party believes that a peace agreement between Palestine and Is­
rael must include the withdrawal of Israel to the pre-1967 borders, the 
right of the Palestinians to return to their homeland, and the dismantling 
of all Zionist settlements in the West Bank. 

The PC USA joins all progressive forces around the world in calling 
for the end of the economic embargo of Cuba, therefore allowing it to 
exercise its sovereignty.

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History of May Day: 
The fight for the shorter work day 

Most Americans don't realize that May Day has its origins here in 
the US. Until the mid- 20th century, 12-18 hours a day were common 
as were unsafe working conditions. 

In 1866, local trade unions formed the National Labor Union (NLU) 
led by William Sylvis, who was in correspondence with Karl Marx, the 
leader of the First International. 

The following resolution was passed at NLU's founding convention: 
"The first and great necessity of the present, to free labor of this 

country from capitalist slavery, is the passing of a law by which 8 
hours shall be the normal working day... We are resolved to put forth 
all our strength until this glorious result is attained." 

Marx calls attention to the inauguration of the 8-hour movement by 
the National Labor Union in Capital. He writes: 

"Out of the death of slavery a new vigorous life sprang. The first 
fruit of the Civil War was an agitation for the 8-hour day." 

On May First Chicago witnessed a great outpouring of workers at 
Haymarket Square. Workers, laid down tools, at the call of organized 
labor. It was the most effective demonstration of class solidarity yet ex­
perienced by the labor movement itself. 

In the 4th Edition of the Communist Manifesto, Engels wrote: 
"The proletariat of Europe and America... is mobilized for the first 

time as One army, under One Flag, and fighting One immediate aim:

As an unemployed, homeless Transperson, I wish to share my experi­

ences and hardships in the USA. Life for Transpeople in the shelters is 
extremely hard. First of all, Religious institutions drive Transpeople out 
into the cold. Second, there are not enough beds in public homeless 
shelters. Because of this, statistically Trans youth are twice as likely to 

be homeless. Not only do we have to deal with increased homelessness, 
but we also have to deal with discrimination. If you're a transgender 
woman and you walk into a homeless shelter, they treat you like a man. 
It's traumatizing. Homeless Transpeople are already vulnerable. 

Even within the LGBT communities we suffer from discrimination. 
For example, some Lesbians and Gays say we shouldn't be in the "LGB" 
community and tell us: "We are ruining the movement" and "We are not 
real Men or women;" just confused people. Some Transpeople discrimi­
nate against other transpeople on the basis of their "looks" and whether 
or not they had "surgery". The economic system divides the LGBT+ 
community just as it divides the working class Instead of uniting and 
fighting for our liberation, the Capitalist system has us fighting each 
other. 

Because of a lack of money, all people especially the youth and Trans­
people are more likely to be homeless and are thus more vulnerable to 
Rape and Murder. Statistics show nearly 60% of LGBT homeless youth 
have been sexually victimized. 

Many homeless people including Transpeople to turn to prostitution to 
pay for the necessities of life like rent and food. Some Transpeople also 
turn to prostitution to pay for their transformation. The problem is we 
live in economic system where money is valued more than people. This 
is life under Capitalism. Only those with money have the freedom to 
make choices. These are some of the problems homeless Transpeople 
face in the US. 

Capitalism is hell for transpeople. It's hell for everyone without 
money. I realize that only with real Socialism can we achieve the equal­
ity we all desire.

[Wall Street y los contratistas militares se roban nuestro dinero! 

El Presidente Trump consiguio del congreso una reduction de impues-
tos de $ 1.5 trillones al 1 % mas rico de la nation y aumentar el gasto militar 
en $84 billones. El presupuesto militar es actualmente de $617 billones 
(usgovernmentspending.com). Esto es cuatro veces mas grande de lo que 
China gasta y diez veces mas de lo que Rusia gasta anualmente. Es mas 
de lo que los EEUU gasto durante la Segunda Guerra mundial si se ajusta 
a la inflacion. 

Cerca de la mitad de la poblacion de los EEUU vive en la pobreza o 
cerca de la misma, y sobre el 25% de la poblacion con edad para traba-
jar esta desempleada (Negociado Estadounidense del Censo: Pobreza e 
Ingreso 2014). Bajo esta situation, considerar la privatizacion y reducir 
programas sociales es un crimen. Ya el 57% del presupuesto es dedicado 
a gastos del sector militar (lo cual beneficia a los contratistas privados de 
Wall Street), mientras el mero 1% se dedica programas como estampillas 
de alimentos, WIC y subsidios a los granjeros, y un mero 6% del presu­
puesto se gasta en servicios medicos como Medicare y Medicaid. 

Eliminando programas sociales 
Actualmente, 1 de cada 7 personas reciben estampillas de alimentos 

(SNAP), de los cuales el 83% son jubilados, discapacitados, y ninos. A 
SNAP se le concede como $4 al dia por recipiente, una suma completa-
mente inadecuada para comer aun una cena nutritiva diaria. Para el 2021, 
el 90% del presupuesto para estampillas sera reducido. 

El Congreso esta considerando la completa eliminacion de Medicaid y 
Medicare, para sustituirlos con un sistema de vale inoperante, destruirlos 
por medio de los presupuestos bajos, o poner bajo la mirilla a medicos y 
hospitales mediante la revision de licencias, para que ningun medico ni 
hospital los acepte. 

El Congreso actualmente esta considerando reducir el Seguro Social, 
comenzando con Discapacidad por Seguro Social. Un tercio de la po­
blacion depende del Seguro Social; incluyendo ademas de los ancianos y 
discapacitados, a los hijos y nietos desempleados de los retirados. 

Privatizacion de servicios 
La privatizacion de servicios es una manera indirecta de eliminar pro­

gramas. La privatizacion de Viviendas Publicas ya ha resultado en que 
cientos de miles se han quedado sin vivienda. Ciudades a traves del pais 
estan privatizando el Medicaid ademas de subcontratar empleos munici-
pales a otros paises, creando muchos desempleados y desamparados. Son 
los mas vulnerables: jubilados, los discapacitados y ninos quienes son los 
mas golpeados por la privatizacion de Medicaid. 

Una mujer que aparecio en las noticias lloro cuando se le dijo que el 
plan privado de Medicaid de Mississippi dejaria de pagar la insulina y que 
tendria que pagar $2,000 mensuales si queria que su hija viviera. La de ella 
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jQue se comen... nada! 
es una de muchas historias en que los padres deben decidir si deben sufrir 
hambre, quedarse sin hogar, o salvar la vida de su hijo, con medicinas nec­
esarias que salvaran su vida o cuido de salud. 

La actual amenaza de que se elimine el Seguro Social a traves de su 
privatizacion es real. La privatizacion del Seguro Social les entregaria tril­
lones a los banqueros de Wall Street para que jueguen con ese dinero, a 1 
vez que se lleva al sistema a la bancarrota como se hizo en Chile. 

Lo que debemos hacer antes de que sea demasiado tarde 

Votar por los Democratas o Republicanos hara poca diferencia, am-
bas alas pertenecen al mismo pajaro. Ellos representan al 1%. La mayoria 
de miembros del congreso fueron abogados corporativos o cabilderos por 
corporaciones grandes antes de ocupar sus puestos publicos y regresaran 
a esos empleos cuando salgan de sus puestos. Durante la Gran Depresion

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Puerto Rico: £de nuevo un

Desde que los Estados Unidos invadieron a Puerto Rico en 1898 se 
han implementado muchos experimentos sociales en la colonia. Un ejem-
plo el cual tiene ramificaciones hasta el dia de hoy fue la esterilizacion de 
decenas de miles de mujeres. El recien huracan ha sido utilizado por todos 
estos sectores que son representatives de Wall Street como una excusa per-
fecta para implementar su siniestro programa economico anti-obrero. 

Un articulo publicado recientemente en Business in Puerto Rico titu-
lado "Puerto Rico ve una oportunidad para re-imaginar la isla" comienza 
con la oration "Puerto Rico tenia carreteras, puentes y sistema electrico 
arcaicos por alios -mucho antes del Huracan Maria. Tenemos esta opor­
tunidad historical En lugar de implementar cambios de manera gradual, 
podemos ir con un empujon para verdaderamente transform ar la infrae­
structura." Manuel Laboy, el Secretario de Asuntos Economicos. dijo: 
"Esa es la oportunidad dorada que tenemos". Pero las carreteras, sistemas 
fluviales y de electricidad previo al huracan, funcionaban muy bien, eran 
modernos y no muy diferentes a las de EEUU. 

En anos recientes el Banco Mundial y el FMI han reconocido la alta 
calidad de la infraestructura de Puerto Rico. Esa es una de las razones 
por las cuales mas de 80 farmaceuticas han hecho de Puerto Rico su base 
manufacturera. Ademas, sobre 2,000 negocios de comidas rapidas estan 
establecidas y enviando $1.5 billones en ganancias anualmente a sus in-
versionistas en EEUU. Estas empresas no estarian prosperando y envi­
ando enormes ganancias a menos que contaran con una infraestructura 
confiable. El objetivo entonces es, destruir el modelo actual el cual se ha 
evolucionado como un "estado amigable del pueblo" a un modelo frio 
neofiberal, en contra de los masas puertorriquenos. 

Los sindicatos, los estudiantes y las fuerzas por la independencia na­
tional y sus aliados han estado resistiendo los esfuerzos por el gobierno 
colonial por imponer la privatizacion en Puerto Rico. Pero los dos partidos 
politicos coloniales, el estadista Partido Nuevo Progresista y el Partido 
Popular Democratico el cual es algo asi como el Partido Democrata de 
EEUU, han asestado fuertes golpes al sector publico. Durante los ultimos 
12 anos, algunos 200,000 trabajadores del sector publico han perdido sus 
empleos mientras la subcontratacion se ha ido filtrando en las agendas 
publicas. 

Antes de abandonar la presidencia, el Presidente Obama firmo la Ley 
PROMES A la cual creo un comite de 8 personas llamado Junta de Control 
Fiscal el cual hoy controla y administra a Puerto Rico. El mismo posee 
mas autoridad que el gobernador colonial, la legislature y las cortes com-
binadas. [Es una verdadera dictadura en todo el sentido de la palabra! Esta 
Junta, como se le llama comunmente en Puerto Rico, tambien ha estado 
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laboratorio experimental? 

atacando al sector publico exigiendo que los hospitales que todavia son 
del estado, el sistema energetico y las plantas procesadora del agua y las 
escuelas sean privatizadas. Y desde el huracan, la Secretaria de Education 
ha clausurado de manera permanente a docenas de escuelas. 

La Universidad de Puerto Rico (UPR) ha sido uno de los blancos 
principales ya que historicamente ha producido muchos revolutionaries 
e intelectuales patrioticos. Asi que a pesar de que la Junta inicialmente 
exigio una reduccion de su presupuesto de $310 millortes, si obtuvo una 
reduccion de $163 millones y continua impulsando su privatizacion. Los 
estudiantes de la Universidad de Puerto Rico (UPR) se declararon en huel-
ga por unos meses resistiendo la propuesta gubernamental para reducir 
el presupuesto de la UPR y el despido de empleados universitarios y la 
elimination de cursos. Esa huelga estudiantil fue efectiva en detener una 
mayor reduccion. La Junta de Control Fiscal tambien ha exigido que se 
reduzca el poder de los sindicatos debido a que supuestamente perjudican 
los intereses empresariales. Y ha logrado que se reduzcan las pensiones de 
los trabajadores publicos ya retirados. 

El objetivo final de Wall Street y las corporaciones multinacionales 
con estas medidas draconianas que se estan aplicando en la colonia mas 
lucrativa de los EEUU no es solamente el sometimiento de la clase traba-
jadora de Puerto Rico y de las fuerzas independentistas. Es de nuevo un 
laboratorio para ver hasta que nivel pueden arrinconar y oprimir y compro-
bar que es productivo para la clase dominante para entonces luego aplicar 
esas "soluciones" a trabajadores militantes en los Estados Unidos.
